POLICY FOR EVALUATING REQUESTS FOR GRANTS

WHO WILL BE ELIGIBLE TO RECEIVE GRANTS?

Women.  High school age and older, who are active members of a member church in Heartland

Presbytery who otherwise would not be able to participate in events sponsored by:

Presbytery

Synod

Churchwide

National, i.e., National Council of Churches

International, i.e., organizations affiliated with Presbyterian Church (USA)

Ecumenical, i.e., World Council of Churches, Church Women United

Examples would include (but are not exclusive to) Synod Gathering, Ghost Ranch, Montreat, Stony Point Retreat Center, Peacemaking Conference, Youth Triennium, Horizons Bible Study Workshop, Maya Quiche Partnership visits, Churchwide PW Gathering, Festival of Sharing.

NOT ELIGIBLE

A person who receives a grant one year will ordinarily not be eligible to receive funds for the next year.

FOR WHAT PURPOSES WILL GRANTS BE GIVEN?

· To assist eligible persons to develop or strengthen leadership skills.

· To support an event which will strengthen Presbyterian Women and their goals, and will provide a model.

· To support leadership training or participation for individuals in Presbyterian Women related events.

· To enable attendance at ecumenical and international events for Presbyterian Women who would otherwise not be able to participate in the event.

GRANT DEADLINES

An application for a grant should be sent to the treasurer of PWHP at least four weeks in advance of the event. Applications for the Churchwide Gathering are accepted starting January 15 of the year of the gathering.  Grant recipients are expected to share a brief written or oral report about the conference or event with the PWHP Coordinating Team.
