Pastor Younan G. Shiba grew up in a traditional Assyrian church with his family in 

Iraq.  After theological training in Amman, Jordan, he returned to Iraq in 2003. He 

was ordained by the national Evangelical Presbyterian Church of Iraq, and was 

installed as pastor of the Assyrian Evangelical Presbyterian Church in Baghdad. In 

2005 Younan and his family were threatened and they left Iraq. Younan arrived in 

the U.S.A. as a refugee in early 2006, and his family joined him one year later. At 

present, he is the organizing pastor of  the Middle East Fellowship at First 

Presbyterian Church of Evanston, Illinois and the founder of Family Life 

Development Foundation, a Christian broadcasting ministry.
